DIVINE MERCY PARISH MISSION 
 
Please join us for a Parish Mission which begins Sunday, February 19th and continues every 
day through Thursday, February 23rd, 2012.  The Mission will be at the 8:30 a.m. Mass 
and at 7:00 p.m. each evening.  The presider will be Fr. Daniel Francis, C.Ss.R. who has been 
a Redemptorist since 1985 and has worked in Covenant House (NYC), Philadelphia, 
Appalachia and the Dominican Republic.  Stationed in NYC for 18 years, he is now based out of 
St. Mary’s in Annapolis, MD and is Director of the Redemptorist Office for Mission 
Advancement.  Here is a letter from Fr. Daniel as he is looking forward to meeting each of us! 
 
 
Dear friend in Christ, 

 

Could I offer you a word about the Mission that begins in a couple of weeks?  I am grateful to 
your pastor for the invitation to come to your parish.  I want to talk to you about what this Mission 
really means. 

 

Who are you?  If someone were to ask you, how would you respond?  If you’re like most people, 
you would give your name, your employment, tell if you have a spouse and/or kids, etc.  But who are you 
really?  What are your dreams and fears, the burning yearnings within you?  What takes your breath 
away?  What used to but doesn’t any longer?   

 

During this mission I try to answer these and other questions through the use of stories that are 
simple and easy to listen to.  My commitment is to show a side of our religion, our spirituality, that 
encourages us to grow. 

 

Why?  I have come to realize that a lot of people don’t feel good about themselves.  They feel 
overburdened by what they are doing or what they think they should be doing.  They feel at times the 
Church only brings them further down.  Sometimes they lose interest, even if they make it to Church 
every week.   

 

I have also come to understand that without a real, meaningful relationship with God, the old 
tapes we sometimes play can turn toxic.  Destructive patterns become all too common.  And then what 
happens:  we take it out on ourselves or others.   

 

My main message of the mission is:  Life doesn’t have to be like this.  I like to encourage 
people to think and see it all from a more positive, constructive perspective.  I like to offer people a new 
security, a new freedom, a new openness to God and one another.   

 

For this to happen, we need to see the mission as more than just four nights of talks.  It is not 
some college course or head trip.  It is a process that can touch you at a very deep level.  This is not 
high-level spirituality but rather middle wisdom that can change lives.   

 

Among other things, we’re going to be talking about:  Who am I as a person?  What sort of 
person was Jesus Christ?  Where do I need healing in my life and how?  Why should I be good?   

 

As I said, I like to do this through stories.  If you want to hear them, please come to the mission, 
and bring a friend or two.  Everyone is welcome.
